1. Activity Overview 

We are delighted to host pumpkin carving sessions as part of our Halloween 
festivities.

Each session is 30 minutes long and accommodates up to 16 participants per 
slot. 

2. Session Times 

• Slot 1: 5:45 PM – 6:15 PM 
• Slot 2: 6:15 PM – 6:45 PM 
• Slot 3: 6:45 PM – 7:15 PM 

3. Participation Fee 

• The cost to participate is £5 per person.  
• Please note: Supervisors or helpers are not required to pay this fee if they 

are only assisting participants. 

4. Eligibility and Supervision 

• Our pumpkin carving sessions are open to all ages. 
• Participants under the age of 18 must be supervised by an adult at all 

times. Supervisors are responsible for ensuring the safety and proper 
conduct of minors in their care. 

5. Safety Measures 

• Safety First: A trained first-aider will be present on site. 
• Staff Support: Our staff will be on hand to oversee the event, offer 

guidance, and ensure that safety protocols are followed. 
• Personal Space: Participants must maintain a suitable distance from each
